THEME:
Empty Tomb; Easter

THE PLAYERS:
Chuck (seeker)




Pamela (seeker)




Tim (seeker)

THE SETTING:
no particular place

THE POINT:
People talk about emptiness and being empty as a negative and in most cases it is. However, on Easter morning finding an empty tomb was the most incredible event in human history. There was no disappointment in this emptiness. Instead there was victory and joy and the promise of eternity. Once again God had taken a negative, emptiness, and made it a celebration.

(Tim enters from stage right as Chuck comes from stage left. As they say their lines, Pamela joins them from center.)
CHUCK: Empty.

TIM: Empty.

PAMELA: Empty.

CHUCK: Nothing?

PAMELA: Nothing.

TIM: Nothing.

CHUCK: I hate that.

TIM: He promised something would be here.

PAMELA: I guess that was an empty promise.

CHUCK: It's so frustrating to find nothing when you're looking for something.

TIM: Like when you go for a glass of milk and someone put the container back empty?

CHUCK: Exactly!

PAMELA: Or when you go for that late night snack and cookie jar is empty?

CHUCK: I hate that!

TIM: Or when you get a birthday card and there's no money in it?

PAMELA: I don't think that's quite the same.

CHUCK: It's the thought that counts.

TIM: And I was thinking there was money inside!

PAMELA: Boy it is frustrating to find nothing there.

TIM: It's never a good thing to find something empty.

(thoughtful pause)

CHUCK: I'm not so sure. (reflective pause and all exit stage right)
