Pick Me
Theme:
Teamwork, Choosing Sides, God’s Chosen

The Players:
Stu – an office team member with a competitive streak

Vince – a team leader

The Setting:
Stu’s office

The Point:
Being chosen means you’re part of something. For some being on a team isn’t good enough. Instead they jockey for position on the team by determining who got picked first or who is more important on the team. This competitive streak can damage team dynamics and makes it harder for everyone to work together.

(Stu is standing center stage looking at a tablet [iPad or similar] or leafing through a manila file folder)

Vince: (entering stage right) Stu! Meeting in ten. Main conference room.

Stu: (apprehensive) Am I…

Vince: (picking up on Stu’s reluctance) No, you’re not in any trouble. It’s a team meeting.

Stu: (energized) Am I the first one?

Vince: First one…what?

Stu: The first one picked.

Vince: (uncertain) For…the…team?

Stu: Yeah, did you pick me first?
Vince: I’m sorry. Is this kickball?

Stu: What?

Vince: Stu, I’m putting together our strategic planning team. We meet in the conference room in ten (looking at his watch) nine minutes.

Stu: (downcast) Ohhh, so you didn’t pick me first.

Vince: This isn’t about who gets picked first or second or last. It’s a team. We’re tackling a big project and you’re on the team.

Stu: (brightening) So you are picking me to be on this team you’re putting together.

Vince: (looking around as if there might be someone else in the room) Yes. I stopped by your office to say we’re meeting. I guess that means I’m picking you. (as an aside to himself) Though I’m not sure why.

Stu: I didn’t catch that last part.

Vince: (turning as if to go) Not important. Just get to the main conference room and join us, please.

Stu: Okay, but I hope when we get there you tell us who you picked first.
(Vince throws his hands up and shakes his head as he exits left. Stu watches him go with confusion on his face.)
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
